The Canton St. Baldrick’s event exceeded its fundraising goal of $250,000 and
has surpassed $262,000. The two school districts combined to raise $205,725 of
the Canton region'’s total! | am particularly proud of the generosity of our students,
families, staff, and community. Jackson Local raised nearly $106,000 for this
important cause. Our St. Baldrick’s chapter was number 3 in the world and next

year Jackson Local will surpass $1 million in donations to St. Baldrick’s. Our total
is currently $981,450!

In February the Jackson Local Schools Foundation held its Polar Bear Plunge at
Lake Cable. This event attracted a record number of jumpers this year. The clear
blue, sunny skies likely had something to do with that.
