A year ago, Jackson Local Schools
adopted the motto Keeping the Main
Thing, the Main Thing. It is a three-
pronged effort to keep all employees
focused on (1) student achievement,
(2) resource management, and (3)
communication. Today, we are excited
to report on the progress made in all
three areas.

A year ago, our goal was to raise the
district’s top 25 ranking as measured
by the state’s Performance Index Score
(the best indicator of a school district
or individual school’s performance).
Today, Jackson improved it ranking
from 19th last year to 13th among
Ohio’s 610 traditional school districts.
We scored 109.2 out of a possible
120 on the Performance Index. The
score is calculated by using the
achievement scores of every student.
Of the top 25 schools, Jackson and
only two others have more than 5,000
students, making this accomplishment
even more impressive. In addition, we
have seen more than a year's worth
of expected student growth at each

of our buildings, as indicated by the
state’s Value Added designation. To
accomplish this when we are already
high-performing is very challenging, a
tribute to our outstanding faculty.

A year ago, our goal was to improve

communication with the community
through Facebook.

Today, you can join us and our
4,343 friends at www.facebook.com/
jacksonschools for a daily post about
the great things going on at school.

A year ago, our goal was to reduce
district energy consumption by
practicing daily conservation, thereby
stretching the taxpayer dollar.
Today, Jackson is one of only three
districts in the state to receive the
Energy Star Leader Award with a Top
Performer designation. With attention
to every detail of our district’s energy
consumption, we have saved over
three-quarters-of-a-million dollars.

Unfortunately, the district lost nearly
a million dollars in revenue last school
year and will lose nearly a million

more this year due to Ohio’s Tangible
Personal Property Tax phase out
program (a tax relief program for the
business community). Jackson also lost
$400,000 in state aid cutbacks and

is continually subject to the revenue
losses created by area charter schools
and open enrollment.

There will always be challenges, and
we'll make every effort to see them as
opportunities for improvement.

We hope you are as proud as we
are of Jackson’s teachers, students,
parents, administrative team, and
Board of Education. It's a great day to
be a Polar Bear.

Lauren Goodwill, a Bethany College senior and JHS
grad, has helped the Bison volleyball team get off to
its best Presidents’ Athletic Conference (PAC) start in
school history.

Lauren, a four-year member of the Bethany volleyball
program, has helped turn the Bison into one of the
top teams in the PAC. The year before Lauren and
this year’s senior class arrived on campus, the Bison
finished 5-24. The turnaround began immediately,
as Bethany went 16-15 and earned a spot in the PAC
Tournament during Goodwill's freshman campaign.

The next two years saw Bethany reach postseason
play for the first time in the program’s history. In 2010, they were invited to play in the
Eastern College Athletic Conference South Region Tournament, winning all three matches
to claim the tournament championship and finish with a 24-13 record, the second-most
wins in program history. Lauren was a huge reason for the success. She earned
Honorable Mention All-PAC after amassing 270 kills and 65 blocks during the season.

In Lauren’s junior season, the Bison opened the season with 14 consecutive victories
and would earn the #2 seed for the PAC Tournament. For helping Bethany set a school
record for wins (31-6 record), Lauren was selected Second Team All-PAC after she
posted 242 kills and a .291 hitting percentage for the year.

This season has seen more success, both for Lauren and the Bison. Individually, she

is second on the team with 140 kills and first in hitting percentage at .263. She has six
matches with 10+ kills this season, highlighted by a season-best 15 in a win at Hanover
(Ind,) College Sept. 8. Four of those matches with double-digit kills have come against
conference foes, including 10 in a 3-1 win over defending PAC champion Geneva and 12
in a 3-1 triumph over Thiel, as Bethany swept both matches in a key conference tri-match
Sept. 22.
