Policy on Homework and Assignments


Homework is a necessary part of learning.  It is used to reinforce a concept taught in class and to determine the students’ understanding of a concept or selection.  With this in mind, these are the policies for homework and assignments:


 •Homework is late if it is not physically in class at the time it is due. Late homework may receive half credit; however, if it is daily homework we have gone over in class, no credit will be given for late work.


•Larger assignments turned in late will be docked a minimum of one letter grade per day late. Failure to turn in a required assignment to turnitin.com will result in a zero.

Attendance:
