In this program, your child has the opportunity to operate power equipment and conduct certain horticultural applications.  All students are given a written and performance tests on safety, maintenance, and operation of each piece of equipment.

Please be aware that due to the large scope of the program, the students will sometimes operate this equipment with limited supervision. The students must pass both of the written and performance tests before they are allowed to operate that certain piece of equipment. If the students feel comfortable with the equipment and the instructor believes that they are ready to assume the responsibility with limited supervision, then they will be allowed to operate that piece of equipment with limited supervision. Students will only be allowed to operate this equipment in lab during related assignments.

The use of pesticide is avoided when possible, however, in order to produce an outstanding plants and accurately train students for horticultural-related occupations, there are times where pesticides are used.  Mr. Dria is a licensed pesticide applicator by the Ohio Department of Agriculture for greenhouse, turf, and ornamental landscape. Students are approved of applying pesticides under the direct supervision of Mr. Dria, provided that they complete training and have parent's permission. During all aspects of a pesticide applications, proper personal protection equipment is used for anyone in application area. By having students train under a licensed applicator, students are on their way to becoming safe and responsible users of pesticides. Hands-on training will also help prepare those students wishing to become licensed pesticide applicators. 

On the back of this page is a list of equipment and horticultural applications that are used in my class.  Please initial, in the parent column, the items that you will allow your son/daughter to complete during the school year. 

The Ohio law concerning the use of personal protective equipment, such as safety glasses and  hard hats, will be strictly adhered to as you son/daughter participates in the Turf and Greenhouse Management program. We ask for your cooperation in helping reinforce safety procedures that we deem necessary for the health and welfare of all students enrolled in the program. 

Under no circumstances are any students allowed to operate equipment without Mr. Dria's permission. No other adults are authorized to allow students to operate any piece of  power equipment.
