1.) Plie- to bend,  Bending of the knee or knees

2.) Releve- to rise, A raising of the body on the points or demi-pointes

3.) Tendu- to stretch, or point

4.) Parallel- side by side, When feet are aligned besides each other, or toes forward(jazz positions)
5.) Spotting- To keep focus during rotations

6.) Sickling- Term used for a fault in which the dancer turns his or her foot in front of the ankle, thereby breaking the straight line of the leg

7.) Passe- to pass, Foot placed at or below the knee(turned in parallel for jazz)

8.) Chasse- to chase, a step in which one foot literally chases the other foot out of its position

9.) Grand Battement- big kick, the working leg is raised from the hip into the air and brought back down.  The accent being on the downward movement, both knees straight

10.) Chaine- series of rapid turns on the points or demi-pointes done in straight line or in a circle
