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Your child needs to be able to say or sing
the alphabet from A to Z. Sing or say
the alphabet whenever you can — in the
car, bath time, bedtime, etc.

Make sure your child is aware of each
letter! So often “lmnop” is lumped
together and the child does not separate
them.

If you have magnetized plastic letters,
have your child place them on your
refrigerator in sequence as he or she says
the letter name.
