In the beginning of the month, a behavior calendar will be Pqu into the BEAR
book. At the end of each doy, each child will trace/write the numeral for that doy's
date and color in the square based on what kind of doy he/she has had. Parents will
know on a doi|y basis what kind of behavior their child has had that doy. At the end of
the week each child who has earned green doys will be rewarded with a treat for
disp|oying 9ood character.
